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Hinduism / Sanatana Dharma

Hinduism, or more accurately, Sanatana Dhar-
ma (the eternal way of living), is a profound
and ancient tradition that holds a unique place
among the world's belief systems. Its beauty
and resilience are often attributed to its im-
mense diversity and its embrace of different,
even seemingly contradictory, opinions.
Hinduism's beauty lies in its acceptance and
tolerance of diversity. It does not need to claim
to be "the best" because its philosophy posits
that all sincere spiritual paths ultimately lead to
the same destination. It encourages individuals
to find the path that resonates with them, rath-
er than trying to fit everyone into a single mold.

A Way of Life

Hinduism, also known as Sanatana Dharma
(the eternal way), is more than a religion - it
is a way of living. It guides people through
principles of dharma (duty and ethics), kar-
ma (cause and effect), and moksha (freedom
from rebirth).

Freedom of Belief

There is no single founder, book, or authority.
People can believe in one God, many gods,
nature as divine, or even be spiritual without
belief in God. A famous saying is:

“Truth is one, the wise call it by many
names.’




Self-Realization

The soul (Atman) is eternal and one with the su-

preme reality (Brahman). The purpose of life is to
realize this truth. Paths may include yoga, medi-

tation, devotion, service, or philosophy.

Respect for Nature & Life

Nature and all beings are sacred. The Earth is of-
ten worshipped as Mother Goddess (Bhumidevi).
This creates a sense of harmony and environ-
mental care.

Culture & Ritual

Hinduism blends spirituality with culture. Fes-
tivals like Durga Puja, Diwali and Navratri cel-
ebrate light, community, and the divine. Music,
dance, art, and symbols are part of daily spiritual
practice.

Core Principles

« Dharma - living with duty and integrity (ethics)
« Karma - actions bring consequences (plea-
sure)

» Moksha - freedom through enlightenment
(liberation)

« Purusharthas (four life aims): pros-
perity

Diversity of Paths

 Philosophical Schools (Darshanas): Differ-
ent approaches like Yoga, Vedanta, Samkhya.
= Deities: Worship may focus on Vishnu, Shi-
va, Devi, or all as forms of one reality.

» Sacred Texts: Vedas, Upanishads, Bhagavad
Gita, Puranas - each valued differently.

= Social Views: Ancient caste ideas have
changed; modern thought emphasizes per-
sonal duty over birth-based divisions.

Approach to Others

Hinduism does not seek to convert. It re-
spects all spiritual traditions as valid. Each
person’s path is seen as unique and worth-
while.

Central Message

Hinduism teaches that divinity is within you. It
is not about following one strict rulebook but
about discovering your own path and realizing
your highest self.

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In Pursuit of the Nature of Hinduism

Bishnu Pada Chakraborty

Aim of this writing is to provide a rational,
structured, concise, contemporary and
comprehensible vision of Hinduism.

What is Hinduism?

Ism by definition is a doctrine or dogma. Faith,
traditions and beliefs of Hindus cannot be
translated as ism or a religion because these
traditions have a prolonged history of growth,
analysis, redefinition, rejections, expansions,
and affirmations. Therefore, the first thing to
correct is the name itself. It is Vedic Dharma.
It's the western writers and thinkers translated
Vedic Dharma as religion in the 19th century.
The followers of Vedic Dharma themselves
never

found it necessary to define or encompass
their dharma. It is termed as universal and
eternal tradition, which is why it is also called
Sanatana Dharma. Sanatana Dharma is not
attributed to a founder or to a certain time in
the history of mankind. It does not fit into the
mould of common term religion (Kapur, 2013).
Sanatana Dharma is not only a religion; rather,
it provides its followers with an entire world-
view, a code of ethics, and way of life to be lived
with and with a coherent and rational view of
reality (Dubey, 2013).

What is Sanatana Dharma then?

The Sanskrit word “Sanatana” means ‘eter-
nal’' - it was before, it is present now and it will
be in the future. The word Dharma is derived
from the Sanskrit word “dhri” meaning 'to hold,
sustain, or maintain; and therefore, that which
sustains the creation and the earth, and holds
everything together in this universe, is called
Dharma (Zaehner, 1962). It refers to those prin-
ciples of reality which are inherent in the very
nature and design of the universe (Pai, 2013).
Thus, Sanatana Dharma maintains the whole
universe in being in accordance with the eter-
nal principles (‘Oxford University: Hinduism’
1962).

Sanatana Dharma is based on the practice
of Dharma, the eternal code of life. It refers to
getting permanent and universal resolution to
the human condition by acting according to the
Dharma - the eternal righteousness. “The entire
Veda is the root-source of Dharma” - Manusmriti
2.6. In the hymns of the Rigveda the word Dhar-
ma appears at least fifty-six times, as an adjec-
tive or noun. As for example, Veda has the follow-
ing verse praising Dharma: “This world is upheld
by Dharma" - Atharva Veda 12.1.17. Maharshi
Jaimini states, “Dharma is that which is indicated
by the Vedas as conducive to the highest good”.

How old is Sanatana Dharma?

Sanatana Dharma is the oldest ancient Dharma
in the world and it is not possible to give a time-
frame of its origin as it has developed through
God himself. As God has no beginning, middle or
end, so the Sanatana Dharma has no beginning
or end (Klostermaier, 2010). But let’s try to find
out how far back in history we can go to trace
the existence of Sanatana Dharma. The oldest
secret scripture of Sanatana Dharma is Veda and
Veda was composed in circa 1500 BCE (Shrotri,
1988). So, Sanatana Dharma is certainly around
3500 years old. Now, can we see any trace of
Sanatana Dharma even before the Veda has
come to light? The answer is ‘yes’ - even though
the Veda was composed in 1500 BCE (estimat-
ed), the knowledge (“Veda") existed several
thousand years before that. The proof of that
comes from a civilization called Indus Civiliza-
tion, which was developed within north-western
India around 4000 BCE, whose best- known sites
are Mohenjo Daro and Harappa ('State University
of New York: A Survey of Hinduism’ 2007). The
town planning and architectural design of these
historical cities, were performed based on an
advanced geometry, which was derived from the
Vedic knowledge (Klostermaier, 2010). Hence,

it is evident that Sanatana Dharma is ca. 6000
years old. We can possibly go back even further
in time when we can see the impact of Vedic
knowledge, but let's settle with 6000 years.



How did it acquire the word ‘Hindu’
and Hinduism then?

The Indus River, which is one of the longest
rivers in Asia, flows through China (western
Tibet),India (Ladakh) and Pakistan, the San-
skrit name of that river is “Sindhu”. The Persian
king Darius the Great annexed the Indus Val-
ley to his empire in about 515 BCE, then the
word “Sindhu” became “Hindu"” in the Persian
Language. Again, this Persian word “Hindu”
was mispronounced as “Indos” by the Greeks
in the Greek language and its surrounding
country became India. However, later on in the
sixteenth century, when the Persian-speaking
Mughals conquered the northern India, they
called the country ‘Hindustan’ and its people
‘Hindu: Afterwards in the seventeenth century,
the British also started to use the word “Hindu”
to describe the people living in the subcon-
tinent. In the nineteenth century, during the
British Period, the term “Hindu"” was adopted
by those Indians who opposed colonialism,

in order to distinguish themselves from the
people of other religions. Down the line in the
twentieth century, ‘Hindu’ became the common
label for all Indians who were not following any
other religion, and Hinduism became the native
religion of India, excluding Buddhism, Jainism,
and Sikhism (Parpola, 2015).

According to the Rig Veda, the land lying
between Himalayas to the north and Indusa-
rovara (the Indian Ocean) to the south, is “Hin-
dusthanam’, which is derived by combining the
first letter 'Hi' of Himalayas and the last com-
pound letter 'ndu’ of the word “Indu” Those who
belong to Hindusthanam are called “Hindu”
(Maharaj, 2015).

Hindu, thus, is not a religious name, but a
geographical reference, denoting the people
who lived and still live in a specific area of the
earth. They are all ethnically Hindus, having
been born in and continuing to live in that area
of land (Maharaj, 2015).

Who are the Founders of Sanatana
Dharma?

“From our Mother, the Dawn, may we be born
as the seven seers, the original men of wisdom.
May we become the sons of Heaven, the Angi-
ras seers.

May we break open the mountain and illumi-
nate the Reality. "~ Rig Veda 4.2.15-16

At the dawn of time, before the creation of
language as we know it, when the world was
still in its infancy, and the human being was only
another animal, hunting for food, digging for
roots and fruits, In those days humans existed
without proper food, clothing, or housing, and
certainly not much of vocabulary. They had no
names for the sun, moon, or any of the natural
phenomena, even though they could see them.
They were sitting, eating, talking, and so on, but
had no name for any of these functions. In that
inconceivable past, the divine knowledge of the
Vedas was revealed to a set of superhuman be-
ings with high receptivity, extraordinary memory,
and an understanding far beyond that of even
most modern human beings. Those dynamic,
accomplished, and enlightened personalities are
called the Rishis - the seers, who cognised the
divine knowledge of the Vedas and made them
known to us. The word “Rishi” came from the
Sanskrit root “Drish” meaning “one who experi-
ences’. Thus, the Rishis (the seers), who have had
the firsthand encounters with the Vedas, have the
authority of Sanatana Dharma (Maharaj,
2015).

CYBERBULLYING

Cyberbullying isn't just a digital issue, but it's a serious social problem that impacts
mental health, safety and the way we treat each other online and in reality.

Cyberbullying refers to an individual using digital technology like mobile phones, social
media or messaging apps to intentionally hurt, harass or humiliate others. This can include
unkind comments, spreading fake rumours, sharing personal pictures without the person’s
consent or excluding someone from online groups and talking behind their backs. Unlike
common bullying, cyberbullying can happen anytime and anywhere, and the harm can spread
quickly in a matter of seconds. Did you know that one in fi ve young Australians reports being
cyberbullied? This shows how this matter needs to be resolved seriously and quickly before
any harm is done.

Cyberbullying can aff ect anyone, but young individuals are especially vulnerable. After the
damage has been done, victims often feel isolated, anxious and afraid to go online. Some even
experience depression, self-harm or suicidal thoughts. The eff ects aren't just emotional; they
can impact school performance, relationships, and trust in others. What makes cyberbullying
so harmful is that it's often anonymous, and it can follow someone everywhere, even into their
own home. It's not just being mean, but it's about power, control and the misuse of digital

apps.

So what can be done? Education is key. Schools, families and communities need to educate
students on respectful online behaviour and digital citizenship. Laws in Australia now make
serious cyberbullying a criminal off ence, and platforms like Instagram and TikTok have re-
porting tools to prevent abuse. Support online services like Kids Helpline and eSafety.gov.au
off er help to those aff ected or soon to be aff ected. But prevention is just as essential - build-
ing empathy, teaching kindness, and encouraging young people to speak up when they see
bullying can play a huge impact.

Seeing that our entire future will be built upon technology, it means we all have a role to
play. While technology connects us as a community, it also gives us the authority and control
to deliberately mistreat each other. That's why it's crucial to use our devices responsibly and
treat others with respect. With the right support, awareness and action, we can create safer
online spaces where everyone feels valued and protected.

Let's work together to understand the impact of cyberbullying, support those aff ected and
build a culture of kindness and accountability online. Every message we send matters. Every
voice raised against bullying helps someone feel less alone.
